Jamesport State Park a/kla
Hallock State Park Preserve

Close to 20 members of the EELHA attended a public
hearing concerning the Draft Master Plan/Draft
Environmental Impact Statement for Jamesport State
Park on May 18 at the Naugles Barn located at the
Hallockville Museum Farm. Members supported the
NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic

Preservation's proposed name change for the park to
"Hallock State Park Preserve." The club's main con­

cern, however, was the state's plan to limit equestrian
use of park trails and ban it completely on the beach.
Club president Angela Chewning read a prepared
statement and submitted written comments objecting

to the plan's restrictions and scientific study docu­
ments refuting many of the plan's assumptions.
Chewning stressed that the club has a 20 year-long
history of stewardship of this land and is willing to
continue to assist the state in the management of the
area. She also stated that the trails can be used har­

moniously by all groups. Other club members spoke
about concerns such as losing places to ride on Long
Island, the expense of constructing new buildings on
the property, and the possibility of using wind power,
Easily the largest group represented at the meeting,
the club is obviously very concerned about the out­
come of the park's master plan. The DEIS should be
ready early this fall.
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
